To change and grow is constant in our lives no matter what our 
status is.    Our lives at some point experience crisis of some 
kind, and I believe the rich man in the gospel, experienced crisis 
when Jesus told him to give up his possessions to follow 
him.   Crisis represents a significant turning point in one’s life.  
When crisis occurred in my life, it represented both danger and 
opportunity.  I realized, I could change, grow, or evade the 
whole issue altogether. At that time, I had four young children 
whom I had to take into consideration.   It was crucial for me to 
communicate honestly in the terminology they would under-
stand the crisis we were experiencing.  It took time, patience, 
faith in God, and hard work.   As I have matured in age, raised 
my family, the choice to change and grow continues to be a con-
stant challenge. 
 
Reinhold Niebuhr, the famous 20th century Protestant theolo-
gian, wrote a sermon and he asked, “What is at the top of our list 
of treasures or priorities; wealth, health, beauty, talents, accom-
plishments, skills?  Are we willing to forego all else, that is, for 
Christ who is “the power and wisdom of God” (1 Corinthians 
1:24)?  
 
What really matters is how you respond to God’s calling.  We 
are all different and unique individuals, loved by God, no matter 
who we are. The gospel can penetrate deep into our inner self 
and reveal things we might not want to see or hear.  How have 
the words of Jesus disrupted your routine and challenged you?
