all around the world.  The evolving action reveals much 
about internecine squabbles within the CIA, between the 
CIA and the Homeland security, and between Congress-
men and both organizations.  An interesting aspect – the 
introspective look at the main character Milo, and the 
effect his life danger has on his psyche.
