An estimated 50,000 people are homeless throughout 
Los Angeles County on any given night.  The streets of Los 
Angeles are "home" to over 35,000 homeless children. 

Agnes Stevens started School on Wheels to help 
homeless children learn and fulfill their potential as students.  
We can help change the sadness and shame in their eyes to 
smiles as they gain a share in normal childhoods.

In villages accessible only by steep trails, 
where illiteracy and subsistence farming and 
herding have been the way of life for centuries, 
Greg Mortenson has worked with Afghan and 
Pakistani villagers to spread his dream of hope 
through education. 

The non-profit Central Asia Institute 
aims to promote literacy and provide commu-
nity-based schools, especially for girls, in re-
mote mountain regions of Pakistan and Af-
ghanistan.   

Starting with just one school in 1996, 
the Institute now has 64 schools in the most 
remote areas making reading and writing ac-
cessible to those villagers.  Formerly, the 
same villagers had to walk eight hours to find 
someone who could read and write. 

Mortenson says, “…with education you 
have hope, and with hope you can do any-
thing.”

Services include street outreach, crisis care, food 
and shelter, medical care, education, vocational programs, 
drug treatment and prevention programs, legal aid services, 
transitional living programs, life-skills training, and spiritual 
ministry.

Lamp Community is a non-profit organization 
that permanently ends homelessness, improves 
health, and builds self-sufficiency among men and 
women living with serious mental illness.  It is a lead-
ing advocate for the chronically homeless of Los An-
geles and partners with other organizations to in-
crease permanent supportive housing, preserve af-
fordable housing units, and protect and advance the 
civil and human rights of poor and homeless people 
living with severe disabilities. 

Lamp Community helps people move from 
streets to homes by offering immediate access to af-
fordable, safe and permanent housing without requir-
ing sobriety or participation in treatment.  Once set-
tled, tenants are surrounded with customized mental 
health treatment, drug recovery services, healthcare, 
budgeting, visual and performing arts, job opportuni-
ties and other supports to help them become a part of 
their community.
