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Ministry Council Report

LEST WE FORGET ...
By Joan Doyle

About two years ago, several staff members (Irene Holly,
Barbara Murphy, and I) attended an archdiocesan workshop
given by the noted expert in Adult Faith Formation (AFF),
Tom Zanzig. At that time we learned about a planning tool
used in business and church groups known as “Affirmative
Inquiry” (AI). We were intrigued and excited about this dis-
covery, and so the three of us decided to invite the members of
the Ministry Council (MC), which I chaired and of which the
others were members, to get the process up and running. They
readily agreed.

Earlier this month we had our final MC meeting. 1 am go-
ing off the staff and the MC is going out of business. So —
even though I have reported our findings both orally and in
writing to the staff — we all agreed that it was important to tell
the rest of the parish what happened as a result of our “Al”
project. We didn’t want to let it disappear into the cosmos,
never to be heard from again. Good things emerged from this
effort, really -- things that re-affirm the strength of our parish
and provide the staff and you with a context for renewal.

Since the multi-step “Al” process begins with interviewing
a representative sample of “stakeholders” in the organization,
each of the ten MC members selected ten other parishioners to
interview, using this conversation starter — “Tell me about a
life-giving experience in this parish.” No complaints were
allowed because Zanzig had reminded us that complaints and
problems result in programs designed to offer quick fixes that
don’t usually last. Rather, positive feedback about successes
provides a base on which to build for the future.

The pool of interviewees was very diverse (men, women,
single, married with children, without children, various ages
and length of time as parishioners). There were a few glitches
along the way in our project, but, when all the dust settled, we
ended up with interesting and informative data. To get there
took far, far longer than we ever expected, but we made it.
There were six common threads that emerged from all of the
interviewers’ reports. They might seem quite self-evident, but
they are hard evidence of what makes St. Paul the Apostle Par-
ish a strong and vibrant presence in the local Church. See for
yourself:

At the start of the nineteen-sixties, an opera-
tion called Pedro Pan flew more than fourteen thou-
sand Cuban children out of the country, without
their parents, and deposited them in Miami. Eire,
now a professor of history and religion at Yale, was
one of them. His deeply moving memoir describes
his life before Castro, among the aristocracy of Old
Cuba and later, in America, where he turned from a
child of privilege into a Lost Boy. As he reflects
upon his exile and the difficulties it caused his fam-
ily, Eire is not without bitterness. He never saw his
father again after he left Cuba, but his father also
chose not to come over to the the U.S. with his
mother. Narrated with the urgency of a confession ,
Waiting for Snow in Havana is both an exorcism
and ode to a paradise lost. New members are wel-
come.

Lest We Forget (Cont.)

One of the most common threads running through all of
the interviews was how important the factor of personal
invitation by one of the priests or lay staff was to the real-
ity of so many of the interviewees’ participation in minis-
try., e.g., “I was on the Parish Council because Fr. X
asked me “or “I became a Eucharistic Minister because
so-and-so invited me to do it and then saw to my train-
ing.” Had the MC continued to exist, we were planning
to embark on a program of both volunteer appreciation
and volunteer recruitment by personal invitation. But it
wasn’t meant to be — not by the Ministry Council. How-
ever, the MC members and I hope that these six defining
features of the parish are able to take root in future parish
designs and plans that will maintain -- and even increase
-- the strengths of this fine community of faith.
